Rehearsal Schedule
Due to the fact that this year’s Homecoming game
is an SEC game, kick-off time is uncertain.  The
game could start as early as 1:00 p.m. or as late as
7:00 p.m.!  Regardless of when the game begins,
alumni band rehearsal will begin at 7:00 a.m. on
Woodruff Field.

The schedule will be posted one week
before the game and will also be distributed at the
morning rehearsal.

Tickets/Entering Stadium
Tickets will be distributed at Woodruff Field before
and after alumni band rehearsal.  Tickets will not
be mailed out; you must attend morning rehearsal
to acquire your tickets.  Please note:  E V E R Y
participant and guest (including babies) MUST
have a ticket to enter the stadium! Alumni will
enter the stadium individually, through a regular
ticket gate.   We will NOT enter as a group, as in the
past.  It is your responsibility to arrive in time to
enter the stadium and be prepared for the
performance.

Performance

Instruments
